The regular meeting of the Town of North East Planning Board took place on Wednesday,
March 25, 2015 in the Town Hall located at 19 N. Maple Ave, Millerton, New York. Board
members Chairman Dale Culver, Charles Barrett, Bill Kish, Leslie Farhangi and David
Shapiro were present. Board members Evelyn Garzetta and Willem deVogel were absent.

Bill Kish made a motion to open the regular meeting of the Planning Board at 7:32 pm. The
motion was seconded by David Shapiro and passed unanimously.

Request for Time Extension for Conditional Site Plan Approval
Route 44

Tax Parcel # 7271-00-790170

Richard Rennia, Civil and Environmental Engineer, on behalf of Southern Realty &
Development contacted the PB in a letter dated March 16, 2015, to request “an additional
extension of time to complete the conditions set forth in the approvals™ for the Millerton
Supermarket project. On October 22, 2014, the PB granted a request for a six-month
extension beginning 10/23/2014 through 4/23/2015 for both the Final Subdivision Plat and
the Site Plan Approvals. The granting of this extension was contingent upon Rennia
Engineering submitting an updated “Site Operation and Maintenance and Environmental
Monitoring Agreement” (SOMEMA) to the Planning Department by December 3, 2014.
Rennia Engineering complied with this request within the given time frame.

PB members discussed at length whether the document submitted was substantially complete
enough to be considered acceptable. The PB secretary was asked to check with Warren
Replansky, Town Lawyer, for his opinion as to whether or not the document was deemed to
be acceptable for the time being.



Dave Shapiro made a motion to grant Southern Realty & Development a 90 day extension at
the end of which time a completed “Site Operation and Maintenance and Environmental
Monitoring Agreement” shall be submitted. The motion was seconded by Bill Kish and
passed unanimously.

Chairman Culver stated that this latest extension will run from April 14 through July 14,
2015.

Charles and Kirby Barrett

Lot-Line Adjustment Application

625 & 639 Smithfield Road

Tax Parcel #’s: 7070-00-864110 & 7070-00-788094

Charles Barrett, who is currently serving on the Planning Board, recused himself from the
following application.

David Shapiro made a motion to open the public hearing of the Charles and Kirby Barrett
Lot-Line Adjustment. The motion was seconded by Bill Kish and passed unanimously.

Charles Barrett, owner of adjoining properties at 625 & 639 Smithfield Rd, explained that he
is seeking a lot-line adjustment in order to take 14 acres from 639 Smithfield Rd, tax grid #:
7070-00-864110, which is currently a 46.41 acre parcel and add that acreage to 625
Smithfield Rd, tax parcel #: 7070-00-788094. The proposed lot line adjustment would
increase the acreage at 625 Smithfield Rd from 8.43 acres to 22.5 acres.

Charles Barrett advised the PB that the property at 639 Smithfield Rd has several building
violations, all of which are in the process of being remedied. Several of these violations
cannot be resolved until the snow melts and the ground unfreezes. Mr. Barrett supplied board
members with a signed letter, describing the work in question and a time frame within which
it can reasonably be completed. He also read into the record a letter from Ken McLaughlin,
the Town of North East Building Inspector, and dated March 24, 2015, stating that the
permitting process for existing violations on the Barrett’s properties was underway.

Charles Barrett explained briefly that the purpose of this lot-line adjustment is to create a
22.5 acre lot. He already has a buyer for this property with a closing scheduled for May 1,
2015.

David Shapiro made a motion to close the public hearing. The motion was seconded by
Leslie Farhangi and passed unanimously.

Chairman Culver read through the SEQRA and the project was determined to be Type II
which requires no further action.



David Shapiro made a motion to grant conditional approval contingent upon completion of
outstanding issues on the properties. The motion was seconded by Leslie Farhangi and
passed unanimously.

General Business

Chairman Culver stated that Morris Associates has provided an update for Storm Water
Management and Historical Sites.
